Description:This measure amends state laws related to certain drug and propentesriPossessing illegal drugs would
become a misdemeanor crime punishable by up to one year in jail and a fine of up to $1,000. For property crimes like
fraud, and embezzlement, the seriousness of the offense and level of punishment are based/alu¢haf the money or
property involved. This measure amends a number of property crime statutes so that, in most cases, property offense
relating to less than $1,000 would be misdemeanor crimes punishable by no more than one year in jail and maxdmoim
$1,000 or less.

Impact: Felonies are crimes punishable by incarceration for more than one year in state prison; misdemeanors are crir
punishable by incarceration for one year or less, usually served in a county jail. Oklahoma has the second highest
incarceration rate in the United States, and spends about half a billion tax dollars each year on corrections. S.Q. 780 \
change state law so that the possession of illegal drugs would be a misdemeanor instead of a felony.
